
PARTIES AND SNACKS

The sign-up sheets for each class are on the News & Notes board in the middle of the hallway.  Only ONE PARENT PER ROOM is needed to be in charge of the holiday parties.  Each party homeroom mother will need a telephone list and a party guidelines sheet from their child’s teacher.  Please get these about three weeks before the party for which you signed up.  You will need to confer with the mother in the other class to plan the food, favors and paper products.  The food and favors for each class need to be the same.  PLEASE INCLUDE ALL PARENTS FOR ITEM DONATIONS.  If you put out a sign-up sheet, you may need to phone parents who do not bring their child to school.  The children love to tell what they brought in to share.  

We also only need one mother per snack day for each session.  We have snacks on Thursday and Friday.  Please provide a healthy snack that consists of two food items such as raw veggies and dip, fruit, yogurt, pudding, pretzels, crackers, etc. and a drink such as a gallon of juice.  Please NO individual containers (some children want more and some hardly drink anything at all).  Although, milk or milk products must be in individual containers.  We are not allowed to serve processed meats.  Please provide any paper products and plastic ware needed.  Check with your child’s teacher about the number of children and if there are any food allergies.
TEAM TEACHERS

Team teachers for the Tuesday - Thursday (TT) three year old classes are Mrs. Amiee Biro  and Mrs. Faith Lough.  Team teachers for the Monday - Wednesday - Friday (MWF) four year old classes are Mrs. Dianne Tonkery and Mrs. Denise Cook.

Mrs. Dianne and Mrs. Amiee will teach cognitive and fine motor skills.  Mrs. Denise  and Mrs. Faith will be teaching social and emotional development and beginning science through Bible stories.

Team teaching allows for the teachers to get to know all of the children and to build relationships with each one.

Miss Jessica Cook will be  the Teacher’s Aide on Monday with the four year olds and Mrs. Joan Perry is the Teacher’s Aide on Wednesday and Friday with the four year olds.  Mrs. Judy Maple is the Teacher’s Aide on Tuesday and Thursday with the three year olds.  
COGNITIVE SKILLS AND BIBLE SERIES

The TT classes will begin by learning the basic colors and basic shapes, cutting, gluing, writing and spelling their first name.

The MWF classes will be writing and spelling their first names, and learning primary and secondary colors on the color wheel.  The four year olds will also study ten shapes (circle, square, rectangle, triangle, diamond, heart, oval, octagon, crescent, snowflake and star).

We will teach a Bible series each semester.  The children will also learn basic Bible stories.
FOLDERS TO TOTE

The children will be given folders to carry their schoolwork and parent information home.  Make sure your child brings their folder with them to school each session.  One side of the folder is for things to keep at home and the other side is for things they are to return back to school.  Keep the folder in a safe spot, so it is not misplaced or forgotten.

Also, if your child has had an incident at school (behavioral or an accident) there will be a note informing you as to what happened.  You should sign the note and return it to your child’s teacher so that we know you are aware of the incident.  If you have questions, please feel free to call the school or your child’s teacher.
STAMPS, STAMPS, STAMPS

When your child comes home from school each day you will notice stamps on his/her hands.  These stamps have a very special significance.  When a child has been cooperative in class and at playtime, they will receive four stamps.  If they only have three stamps one has been taken away after they have received three warnings to modify behavior.  They receive a sad face with each warning.  After three sad faces, a stamp is lost and a four minute time-out may occur if the teacher feels it is needed.

During the winter months a fifth stamp is given for putting on their coat and a sixth stamp is given when they master fastening the coat themselves.  This is an expected kindergarten skill.

No matter what happens, all children will always receive one stamp.  This stamp is given because we love them and nothing they do can change that! 
WNS SCHOOL SCHEDULE

We will not always follow the Marion County Board of Education’s schedule for holidays and days off from school.

However, the policy for snow days, delays and early dismissals due to weather conditions will be the same as the Marion County Board of Education.

SICK POLICY

If your child has been running a fever, vomiting or diarrhea, please DO NOT send them to school.  They must be symptom free without medication for at least 24 hours to return to school.

Also, if your child has lice or something that is contagious, please notify the school so that we can alert other parents.  Your name will always be kept confidential.  Notifying other parents so that they can be aware will help stop an outbreak and help prevent your child from catching something over again.

Mrs. Joan Perry has been a teacher at WNS since 2000.  She is an aide for the four year olds on Wednesday and Friday.
Mrs. Judy Maple is the helper for the Tuesday and Thursday classes.  She is an active member of the Whitehall Church of Christ as well.
Miss Jessica Cook is a teacher’s aide on Monday with the four year old’s.

IMPORTANT NOTE

Please do not bring your child to school prior to 8:55 AM or 11:55 AM, as the teachers need preparation time/lunch time before classes start and they may not be able to stay in the classroom with your child.  Please wait outside until your child is dismissed.  Also, please be on time when picking your child up or call if you are running late to avoid upsetting your child.

NO TOYS

Please do not allow your child to bring toys to school in their book bag  They cause distraction and can be lost at school, which can be very upsetting.  Tell them there are plenty of toys at school and they need to keep their toys safe at home.  We will have “Show & Tell” in January and February in which they will be allowed to bring something from home.
LIBRARY

During the months of March and April the children will be checking out books from our library.  The MWF classes will choose books on Friday and return them on Monday.  The TT classes will choose books on Tuesday and return them on Thursday.  If your child has more than two books out, they will not be able to check out a new one until the others have been returned.  Please keep these books in a “special” place so that they are not damaged or lost.  This is a great way to help teach the children responsibility.
SCHOLASTIC BOOK CLUB

You may order books for your child through Scholastic Book Club online each month.  Go to:  scholastic.com/bookclub and sign up as a parent.  You will then create your password and enter your email.  It will walk you through the steps to place your order.  The class activation code is:  M8NMHM.  If you have any questions, please see your child's teacher.  By order books, it helps the school receive some really nice free gifts.  Ordering is your choice, please do not feel obligated.
SAFETY IS SOOOOOOOOOO IMPORTANT!!!

We request that you list on the “Release Form” ALL possible people who may pick up your child.  We will release your child to those people ONLY!  We will NOT accept telephone calls saying that someone else not listed is picking up your child.  The forms will be kept on file with your child’s teacher.  If you need to make a revision at any time, please see you child’s teacher.  Also, make sure everyone who will be picking up your child has the “Safe to Leave with Slip”  to show the teacher at the time of dismissal.

Please walk across the parking lot to pick up your child.  Children will be taught not to leave the front stoop to go to the car until his or her teacher says their name.  If your child runs to you before they have been dismissed, please bring them back to the teacher as it is imperative we see with whom the children leave.
Other safety tips and rules:
*Children are not allowed in the parking lot or on the concrete steps.
*Please wait until all of the children are dismissed before moving your vehicle.
*Please inform all people on the Release Form and “Safe to Leave with Slip” of these rules.  Your cooperation is greatly appreciated!!

Each year also includes special events such as field trips, seasonal parties, a Thanksgiving Feast (which is a full lunch shared by the children and their parents), a year-end party for the three year olds and a graduation ceremony for the four year olds.

THINGS TO KNOW TO START 
THE SCHOOL YEAR

We MUST have a registration form, release form, copy of birth certificate and shot record for your child.  West Virginia state laws require that all children be up to date on required vaccines to attend preschool. If you have not turned these in yet, please do so immediately.  This is required by the Marion County Health Department.

Anyone who picks up your child needs a “Safe to Leave with Slip”.  Please give one to each person who will pick up your child.  This is very important until we get to know everyone.

Tuition is due on the first day of each month - $60.00 for the three year old classes and $70.00 for the four year old classes.  Also, please make sure you have paid the $25.00 supply fee for the first semester (the $25.00 registration fee counts as the first semester supply fee).  Starting in October you will give your monthly tuition fee to your child’s teacher.  The second semester supply is $30.00. Please make sure that your child’s name, class and time they attend is on the memo line of your check.

To prevent confusion, all outer garments that could be removed and all book bags should have your child’s name on them.  Please dress your child in clothing THEY can easily undo for the restroom.  PLEASE, PLEASE dress your child in play clothes as we will do lots of messy things, such as play on the floor and outside on the playground.  Children should also wear RUBBER SOLES and NO SLIP ON shoes to prevent falls during playtime.  Children cannot play effectively if not dressed for it, so do not worry about fashion.  
REGISTRATION FOR
 THE NEXT SCHOOL YEAR

Starting in December, we will be accepting registration for the 2020-2021 school year.  If you have a child that will be attending, please be sure to see Mrs. Dianne to register.  She will be placing children that are currently attending WNS  before we accept other registrations.

This is a “first come-first serve” basis.  The four year old classes tend to fill up quickly, which is why it is important to start registrations in December.
